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Report Items
· The Wireless Number Portability Operations team met on August 11th, 12th and September 15th, 16th 2003. 

· Sean Hawkins announced his resignation as WNPO Co-Chair in the July meeting.  Elections were held and Sue Tiffany with Sprint PCS and Bob Jones with US Cellular were elected and joined Maggie Lee as co-chairs. 

· WTSC and WNPO Joint Meeting

· Susan Sill has agreed to send a note to the WNPO when documents have been posted to the NPAC web site.

· A testing ‘Lessons Learned’ matrix will be posted once a month to the NPAC web site.  

· WTSC has also proposed creating a Job Aid for new test entrants that would include minimum test requirements and tips to efficiently set up a test.

· WTSC notes that carriers have proclaimed a Testing Quiet Period from November 15, 2003 through January 15, 2004.  
· WTSC and WNPO agreed that the WTSC would continue as a sub-committee through June, 2004.  The continued existence of WTSC will be re-evaluated in the May or June, 2004 WNPO and WTSC meetings.

· WNPO

· Update from OBF - The NIIF proposed JIP (Jurisdiction Information Parameter) update to the NIIF Reference Document was discussed.
· NPAC Conflict Timers – In the current wireless configuration the 24-hour conflict timer is set to automatically return to a 6-hour conflict timer on November 24, 2003.  The majority of the carriers felt the timer should stay at 24 hours for some period of time while others preferred the previously agreed to plan to revert to a 6-hours timer.  Consensus could not be reached, and the conflict timer will revert to 6 hours on November 24.  Carriers were reminded that they could attach a Minority Report to the issue to send to NANC.
· Service Provider Extended Maintenance Window – Consensus was reached to reduce the Extended Maintenance window from the current 11 hours to 8 hours.  NeuStar stated that 8 hours would be sufficient under most circumstances for NPAC maintenance.  The new maintenance window will be from midnight to 8AM central time on the first Sunday of the month.  A caveat was added that Service Providers will still have the ability to notify the industry of planned maintenance outside the established windows, just as they do today.  The change will be effective on November 2, 2003.  The regular Service Provider Maintenance window, conducted on the other Sundays of the month will remain unchanged.
· NENA Report – The Consumer Education package for 9-1-1 service during the porting interval was approved with a few minor changes and the issue was closed.  WNPO agreed that NENA should send the 9-1-1 Consumer Education recommendation along with a cover letter to the industry getting the widest possible distribution of the material.  The WNPO would be one of the industry forums where the cover letter and education material would be sent.
· New Issue – Create a ‘Fallout Reduction’ Sub-Committee – The contribution was accepted.  Wireless, wireline, vendors and service bureaus will be invited to join the new sub-committee.  There will be a conference call on October 2 between 11:00AM and 1:00PM Eastern Time to formulate organization plans, including meeting details and leadership, and begin identifying sub-committee proprietary boundaries and other requirements.
· New Issue – Old SP Cancels a Subscription Version (SV) in Error -The original contribution addressed wireline and wireless Cancel Pending Tunables requesting that the tunables be reduced from 9 hours to 2 hours.  The WNPO requested that a separate contribution be submitted to the WNPO addressing the wireless tunables only.  The new contribution was accepted for further discussion.
· NANC Flows Intermodal Porting Intervals (CTIA Letter Regarding NANC Flows) – It is the recommendation of the WNPO that a footnote be added to the NANC Flows that these are the flows the industry will use on November 24, 2003.  These flows are subject to change pending guidance from the FCC regarding intermodal porting intervals.
The recommendation was discussed in the LNPA, and the WNPO agrees with the LNPA that the recommendation can be addressed in a cover letter vs. a footnote in the NANC Flows, and that the letter should be forwarded to the FCC.  Further, that Intermodal Porting is just one of the currently un-resolved issues that could affect the NANC Flows.
